He is grateful to God and Elisha that leads on to interesting experiments in
interfaith: and Elisha’s servant has some get rich quick plans, when Elisha
rejects reward, which has an unexpected outcome. You can read all about it in
2 Kings 5.

The maid is an impressive figure, she is a witness and a carer and has the
attention of Naaman.

Naaman has earned the respect of his king and servants.
